In less than six weeks, the General Assistance Medical Care (GAMC) program will
end. This program provides basic health care to our poorest and sickest
neighbors—all of whom are living in deep poverty. Access to affordable health
care that protects and supports the life, dignity and health of all people is a
matter of justice. Less than two weeks ago, the Minnesota House of
Representatives passed a bill temporarily extending health care coverage to our
poorest and most vulnerable neighbors which does not include coverage for
abortion services. The House passed the bill on a 125 to 9 vote, and the Senate
passed the bill on a 47-16 vote. Unfortunately, the Governor vetoed the bill.
